D. Additional requirements

The sending university will screen and select candidates for exchange studies in accordance with its
applicable rules and regulations. The candidates of the contracting institutions will use the required
application form of the receiving institution. The receiving institution will accept the candidates selected by
the sending institution if mutually acceptable academic and/or professional qualifications and standards are
met. However, the receiving university has the right to make the final decision on the admission of
candidates nominated for exchange. Admission to a specific course is subject fo the exchange student
being satisfactorily qualified for the chosen area of study and/or course level, and availability.

The exchange students will be subject to the laws and regulations of the country and the university where
the student is currently studying or is under direct supervision.

At the University of Udine:

The original transcript of records (no carbon copy is accepted) with the exams done by the Italian student can
be given or sent directly to him/her OR to the International Relations and Mobility Office of I UDINEQ1.

The Learning Agreement or the changed Learning Agreement has to be given to the Italian student who will
submit to the approval of the professor coordinator.

- Partner Universities have to send a detailed Erasmus nomination list by e-mail (to iss@uniud.it). I
UDINEOL cannot guarantee the acceptance of another modality to nominate Erasmus students by partner
Universities (such as online nominations etc...).

- I UDINEQ1 will send its decision (information package) within 8 weeks at the maximum from the
reception of the nomination letter.

- FErasmus incoming student at I UDINEOL has to collect the Transcript} of Records before leaving
Udine, otherwise the Transcript of Records will be issued and sent by I UDINEO1 no later than 5 weeks
directly to the personal post address of the student.

Termination or modification of the agreement:
A unilateral decision to discontinue or to change the exchanges notified to the other party by September
20/../ will only take effect from the October of the following new academic year.



2. The receiving institution will send its decision within 8 weeks after deadline of the application.

3. A Transcript of Records will be issued by the receiving institution no later than 8 weeks after the assessment
period has finished at the receiving HEL

4. Termination of the agreement

This agreement shall become effective from the academic year [2014/15] and shall remain in effect untit the
academic year [2020/21]. The contracting institutions will review the exchange annually in order to maintain a
balance in number of students exchanged. The agreement may be terminated at any time by either contracting
party giving at least six (6) months’ wriiten notice. However, any exchange in progress will continue until
completed. Neither the European Commission nor the National Agencies can be held responsible in case of a
conflict.
